Range of publication: Polyglossia publishes research articles, reports on language teaching practices, book
reviews, and research articles trand ated into English or Japanese from other languages. Works published in
other journals, books or monographs will not be accepted. Papers based on conference presentations must be
accompanied by information on the names, venues, and dates of the conferences.

Frequency of publication: Biannual

Languages accepted for publication: English and Japanese

Abstract: Research articles and reports on language teaching practices written in English must include an
abstract of approximately 200 wordsin English; those written in Japanese must include an abstract of
approximately 400 charactersin Japanese.

Key terms: List up to 5 key terms in the language of the paper below the abstract.

Length of paper: Research articles, reports and trand ations should not exceed 7000 words, and book reviews
3500 words.

Publication: The editors reserve the right to decide whether or not to publish submitted papers. Where necessary,
invited experts in appropriate sub-disciplines will be commissioned to review papers.

Complimentary copies: Authors of accepted papers will receive 2 copies of the issue carrying their paper.
Submission of papers: Submit the electronic version of the manuscript in one file to polyglos@apu.ac.jp. Any
diagrams and figures should be put in appropriate places within the text.
