On-site field-work:

Firstly, it employs the method of
direct observation by organising field-visits to culturally/locally specific
areas, such as temples, mosques, China-town, where students have the
opportunities to conduct qualitative (informal) interviews. Secondly, it
arranges visits to relevant international organisations, governmental
agencies, and non-governmental ogranisations, where students have
opportunities to have numerous discussions with relevant specialists.
Post-field-study seminar:
