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Following is the program outline. Full syllabus will be uploaded around October 2024.
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This program is a approximately 3-week short-term Chinese language study abroad program. It
involves on-site dispatch to Taipei, Taiwan. The language classes in this program consist of
comprehensive instruction and conversational practice. Various activities are provided in the
afternoon to learn Chinese and understand the culture of the Chinese-speaking world. These
activities include cultural workshops, conversational practice and interaction with teaching
assistants, city tours, and field studies. All classes are conducted in Chinese.
