This program will be a 5-week short-term Chinese language study abroad program. This program consists of Chinese language classes,
which include instruction in grammar and practical conversation by instructors, as well as conversation practice led by student teaching
assistants (TAs) from Tohoku University of Economics and Finance. It also includes activities such as touring around Dalian City, tour to the
Dalian Forest Zoo, a popular tourist attraction, company visits, and cultural learning workshops. Students who wish to take this program
must participate in face-to-face pre-lessons conducted at APU, and they are required to take a Chinese language level test before the
program begins (except for students at the beginner level). Follow-up lessons will be conducted online, and a Chinese language level test
will be administered at the end of the program. Chinese language classes, conversation practice, city tours, field investigations, and cultural

learning workshops will be conducted under the guidance of instructors from Dongbei University of Finance and Economics or TA students.
