HBOBRIIR
Course Objectives

Just like in interpersonal relations, countries constantly create, destroy
or renew their relations with other countries. Human nature dictates that
it is easier to hate someone we once loved than to love someone we
once hated. In other words, it is perhaps easier to break a relationship
than rebuild a broken one. Not everyone can reconcile. However we all
have experienced in our life the pain that “division” brings to us. We may
know what reconciliation —or let's say, becoming friends after a fight-

means. But we do not always know how to achieve it.

This seminar invites students to think about what Abraham Lincoln once
said: “| destroy my enemies when | make them my friends.” Throughout
the semester, each participant will create one's own research design
exploring political/social actors who contribute to rebuilding a broken
relationship across national borders. By the end of the semester, active
participants will have developed basic skills to design a research
proposal in international relations, one of the most crucial competencies
required for those aiming at pursuing a global career (e.g. professor,

researcher, policy analyst, international civil servant, diplomat...).

King, Keohane, and Verba’s book is a conventional reading on how/why
research on human being (against nature sciences) can/should be
scientific (you can easily find KKV in IR department research method
syllabus worldwide). Brigg and Bleiker challenge KKV arguing that
research is all about personal engagement and the self can become a
valuable source of knowledge in IR. While most research
method/design books are dry, complicated, and sometimes difficult to
understand, Luker uses salsa dancing to explain how to conduct

research in social sciences.

Bar-Siman-Tov offers a theoretical framework to explain how conflict
resolution, stable peace, and reconciliation are defined. Compare
Gardner-Feldman, Heo, and Lind to explore how reconciliation scholars
perceive reconciliation differently, and which empirical cases are most
researched in the field. While Suny shares his experience on how tough
it is to work with historians on the “opposing” side, Wiesenthal narrates
his lifelong, and provocative, question on what happens when you do
not or cannot forgive. You may also find a UN document describing how
an international organization shapes the concept and practices of

reconciliation.

The purpose of this seminar is to have each student conduct original
research on a topic of interest related to inequality and globalization.
Growth of inequality is a common issue of concern for many
industrialized capitalist countries. However, each country is
experiencing particular forms of inequality, given the local-specific
economic, political, and cultural institutions that shape inequality
domestically. We will study the forms of inequality cross-nationally and
comparatively to examine the question, “What is both unique and
ordinary about inequalities in your country of interest?” Comparative
study is often difficult without the ability to investigate research materials
in its original language. | am hoping this seminar can make good use of
the international learning environment at APU and gather as diverse
participants as possible who are willing to conduct research on the
country of your origin. This seminar aims to comparatively look at

The purpose or the learning goals of completing a senior’s thesis is to
acquire the necessary skills in becoming a globally competent problem-
solver.

For the first semester of the 3rd year, you will be asked to:

1. Narrow down your interest and choose a research topic

2. Identify key scholars and their published research

3. Read, comprehend, summarize, and critique

4. Analyze the similarities and differences in their approaches to

your problem

5. Formulate a preliminary research question
6. Accumulate knowledge on the history and background of the
issue

For the second semester of the 3rd year, you will be asked to:

1. Read with a particular focus on your topic and RQ (theory and
model case studies)

2. Read secondary materials to have a firm grasp of the issue
under study.

3. Depict and narrate the issue’s history and background as
accurately and descriptively as possible.

4. Prepare to gather original data during the summer/winter
break. Make arrangements for observation and/or interviews.

5. Submit a complete research proposal.

6. Offer guidance to first semester students.

Course Objectives

This course aims to equip students with the basic methodological skills
and knowledge to write academic papers. The ability to write such
papers is a skill that should be useful, not only for those seeking to
pursue higher learning, but also for those that are simply trying to get a
job, since writing a good paper requires the writer to think critically, make
coherent arguments and deliver them to the reader in a clear and
concise manner — these are essential skills for everyday work,

regardless of profession.

Hence, in this course, we will learn how to produce empirical information
based on the principles of the scientific method and how to use it, in the
form of evidence-informed analysis, critical commentary, and rigorous
research. This seminar will introduce you to key concepts and
techniques of empirical inquiry in political science research and
analysis. This includes giving you the tools to critically analyze and
produce information, and an understanding of the general principles,

processes, and issues associated with empirical social science.

As the course topic indicates, we will mainly be reading scholarly
productions related to the topic of ‘international political economy’ to
understand how research should be conducted. However, since this
course mainly aims to get students ready for writing papers, students

may choose alternative topics for their research projects.

However, unlike other lecture courses which are mainly focusing on
knowledge provision, in this class you will have to explore the research
problems by yourself. The professor only gives you guidance.
Therefore, the motivation is the most important factor in succeeding the
course. It is NOT a good course in terms of gaining credits either. You
will only get 8 units from the third-year seminars to graduate thesis,
while study hours required is considered 30 credits equivalent or more.
Therefore, students who have no strong interest in research or no

enough time to do research are advised NOT to take this course.

Such work may be
conducted individually or in a group but, wherever possible, a conscious
effort will be made to create synergies among the different individual
interests, thereby enhancing the significance of the research outcome.
By creating such an enabling environment, the selected works of
excellence from these research outcomes will be published and/or
presented at national/international conferences. This would create a
sound platform for post-graduate research studies, originating from the

accepted to be set in your research depending on your interest.

Research project

It is intended for students to understand the approach of Brain science,
Cognitive psychology, Neuropsychology, Physiology etc. There is a
possibility to utilize your conceptual idea to explore to understand how
our human activities are specified functionally. We wonder and have
questions about ourselves, what we are, why we live, through the
interpersonal communication in daily life. Then, learning brain science
answers to these questions, and gives you some clues how we should
spend and behave more efficiently. In other words, understanding our
brain function is a part of an approach to know how our emotions and
behaviours are decided and controlled.

Brain is managing us as a central executive. Our experiences are
structured by mental images, cognitions, and memories. The integration
of them creates our actual actions, and thought. For example, we can
discuss about a TV program with friends by recalling our past
experiences what | watched and what | thought then. The experiential
storage and recollecting the information are managed in our brain, and
the result, discussing about the topic is made as our brain functional

output.

Contemporary American Foreign Policy

Course Objectives

Barak Obama, who became the first African-American president on the
platform of "Change," had only a brief experience in the Senate, and his
skills in foreign policy was unknown. Inheriting the negative legacies of the
Bush Administration, including the prolonged interventions in Irag and
Afghanistan and the world economic recession after the Lehman Crisis of

2008, Obama faced a new phenomenon in Asia-the rise of China, which

possibly alters the framework of post-World War Two international politics
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in a fundamental way. Asia policy by the Obama Administration in many
ways continued on the Bush Administration’s policy, but newly active
participation in regional multilateralism such as in the East Asia Summit was
also visible. Packaged into the somewhat vague concept of "Asian
Rebalancing," the Obama foreign policy in Asia now entered his final two
years known as a “lame duck” period. The turmoil since the Arab Spring,
including the rise of the "Islamic State," has been driving Obama
Administration's attention from Asia back to the Middle East. In the Asia
Pacific region, the manner of U.S. engagement, China's diplomatic relations
with its neighbors, and dealing of the regional members with the United
States and China, are mutually affecting and changing daily. The Donald
Trump Administration under its "Indo-Pacific" label pursues an engagement
with Asia, but the ambiguity of the concept is often overshadowed by its
"America First" unilateral and mercantile approach. The Sato Seminar in
2015 will set its theme on learning about U.S. foreign policy and its process
through reading of primary resources mainly from the government

publications, presentations and discussions, and simulated exercises.

All other seminar members must have read the reading by the
seminar day and actively participate in discussions. Short reports are due
periodically to ensure the students' preparations as well as to improve their
concise writing skill.

This seminar course entails an area studies approach to enhance the
knowledge and understanding of Asia. Area studies has emerged and
developed as an academic discipline since the end of World War Il. It
has been regarded as an enterprise seeking to know, analyse, and
interpret foreign cultures through an “interdisciplinary/multidisciplinary”
lens. Area studies specialists have employed this lens since no single
academic discipline is capable of capturing an understanding of “other

places” and “other peoples”. Yet, perhaps because of their
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commitment to interdisciplinarity/multidisciplinarity, area studies
specialists are often ciriticised for being too superficial and favouring
empirical detail over theory. Students and scholars of area studies still
face the “dilemma” that Benedict Anderson, in 1978, called a “collective
failure of nerves”: area atudies scholars have either tried to follow their
disciplinary fads superficially or they have resorted to ‘defiantly crawling
deeper into an ‘area-ist’ shell insisting — in a defensive, ideological way
— on the uniqueness and incomparability of the area of specialization,
and engaging in the study of ever more narrowly defined and esoteric
topics’. The aim of this course is twofold. The first is to see and
understand the internal dynamics of the region. The second is, more
importantly, to overcome the dilemma identified by Anderson by
combining the area studies project with a more theoretically
sophisticated approach to the study of place and culture. In this
seminar, students are required to develop original research questions,
leading towards the successful completion to an undergraduate thesis,
by critically examining relevant existing literature, and promote a critical
understanding of theories and methodologies widely used in the field of

area studies.

Course Objectives

The goal of this seminar is to help students succeed in analyzing
visual media, popular culture phenomena, and literary texts (films,
animation, comics, etc.), by looking at politics brought about through
representation and consumption/reception. The seminar particularly
focuses on the complex interplay between gender, sexuality and
nation/ethnicity, and discusses how media products and cultural
phenomena function as a mechanism to shape our “knowledge” and
worldview (including visual representations, narratives, shooting
techniques, and sounds, etc). The class looks at different media,
including live-action films, animated films, and comic books

(Japanese or English translation), particularly in terms of
gender/sexuality, race/ethnicity, national identity, and war memory.
The class will cover various products including those made in
America (Hollywood) as well as Asian countries. Through critical
reading and discussion of materials that cover historical, theoretical,
methodological, and empirical aspects of media analyses, students
will gain tools and abilities to be ready for their own research (and

subsequently their theses) on issues around media.

1. Each week the class will discuss a shared reading(s), on which
designated students (in pair) present to initiate a seminar discussion,
raising some problems/issues as well as posing questions to seminar-
mates (30-45min). (Resume handout/PPT would be a good tool. Post
your handout/PPT for other seminar-mates on Moodle.)

Your research
topic can be directly linked to your thesis topic or deeper examination
on one of the assigned topics. You are expected to submit a 1-2 page
proposal/outline of your final paper on Moodle.

4. At the end of the semester, students are expected to submit their
paper on their chosen topic. (approx. 2500~3000 words in English; 6th
semester students — approx. 5000~6000 words) The content of your
paper is your complete literature review (5th semester students), plus

methodology (6th semester students).
