Obtaining a Visa to stay in Japan for Job-hunting after Graduation

You must submit an Application for Change of Status of Residence to the Immigration Bureau, if
international students wish to stay in Japan for the purpose of job-hunting after graduation.
(=an application to change the visa status from 'Student' to 'Designated Activities')

You need a letter of recommendation from APU, along with other documents, in order to apply for this

particular visa.

APU sets designated application periods, and only those who pass the on-campus document screenings

and interviews are granted the letters. No late applications are accepted under any circumstances.

Also, this is not applicable for those who already has a job offer.
