Bringing Meat Products into Japan is PROHIBITED

It is against the law to bring meat, ham, sausage, bacon, or any other meat products into
Japan. Anyone caught bringing meat products into Japan without permission from the
Animal Quarantine Service may be prosecuted.

There have been recent outbreaks of serious infectious livestock diseases like foot and
mouth disease (FMD) or avian influenza in countries including China, Korea, Vietnam,
Indonesia, and Thailand.
