To All International Students interested in Part-time jobs:

Information Regarding the Application for Permission to Engage in Activities

Other than that Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously Granted
—

All international students who come to study at a Japanese university are issued a “College Student
Visa” which gives them permission to stay in Japan. Additionally, it is necessary for an international
student to apply for a part-time work permit and receive permission from the Immigration Bureau to
have a part-time job.

Hours allowed under work permit

When classes are in session: No more than 8 hours per day and no more than 28 hours per week
During long breaks: No more than 8 hours per day and no more than 40 hours per week

Part-time jobs adult entertainment and amusement establishments or any other places of business

related to such (for example: late-night bars, pachinko parlors, etc.) will not be permitted.

APU will apply for permission on behalf of international students. Please follow the application

procedures below before you are hoping or planning to have a part-time job.

(3) Proof of Passport and Residence Card Entrustment”

2 Photocopy of your Residence Card (both side)

(The university will need to take your Residence Card)

4 Passport  (The university will need to take your passport)

Submit documents to: Student Office
Permission Issued: You will be notified by ‘Action Required’ in APU Campus Terminal as soon as your
work permit is issued and available for pick up.
XIt will take approximately 3~4 weeks from the date of your application until the permit is
issued. Please be sure to check your schedule and allow yourself enough time for the
application in situations where your passport is required such as if you are considering to

return home or go overseas.

The part-time work permit must be obtained in advance for students who want to do a part-time job
introduced by the university.

Students interested in having a part-time job introduced to them should conduct the application process
as soon as possible.

* Students who do part-time work without receiving “Permission to Engage in an Activity Other

than that Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously Granted” and/or work at

entertainment establishments, will be subject to deportation from Japan in accordance with

the procedures as provided for by law.
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
